OCCUPY 2.0: CITIZEN ACTION GUIDE
How to Fuel the Social Mobility Revolution
Individual participation is the structural fuel of Occupy 2.0. While organizations build the infrastructure, citizens like you are the pilots who demand a transition from a Consumption State (managing misery) to a Capability State (democratizing capital).
I. Messaging: Speak the Language of Physics
To dismantle the Strategic Wedge, we must stop arguing about personal character and start talking about economic architecture.
· The Gravity Trap: Explain to your peers that 80% of Americans are currently grounded because the drag of debt (Ds) exceeds the lift of their wages (Wf).
· The Red Line: Talk about the $364,500 Structural Breakpoint—the altitude needed for wealth to grow independently of labor (r > g).
· The Race Tax: Acknowledge that while class provides the vehicle, systemic friction (like the Student Debt Anchor) burns the fuel of Black households 55% faster than their peers.
II. Social Media: "The Great Repurposing" Campaign
Use your platform to demand the redirection of elite wealth subsidies into a Launch Pad for Everyone.
· Post the Data: Share the fact that the Black bottom 20% is 100% excluded and the White bottom 20% is 97.8% excluded from the middle-class growth standard.
· Challenge the Subsidy: Ask your representatives why we spend billions on mortgage interest deductions for luxury homes while 48% of Black graduates owe more four years after college than when they started.
· Tag the Movement: Use #Occupy2 and #BuildTheRocket to connect with other pilots.
III. Community Organizing: Piercing the Wedge
When you hear people using race to divide the working class, pivot back to Shared Structural Exclusion.
· Remind them that an $8,110 White Advantage at the floor is an illusion—it is an Analytical Cushion of depreciating used cars, not functional capital.
· Advocate for Customized Universalism: A system where everyone gets a rocket (Baby Bonds/Free College), but the fuel load is adjusted to ensure every family clears the tower.
